Eg: will + be + taken
will + be + grown

(3) The object of the Active Voice sentences become the subject of the
Passive Voice Sentences.

Eg:  They will ask you some questions. ——————— Active Voice
Some questions will be asked by them. ————— "= Passive Voice

(4) The subject of the Active Voice sentences become the agent/doer of the
action in the Passive Voice sentences.



(5)  We can omit the doer if it is not necessary.

They will manufacture trains in Sri Lanka.
Trains will be manufactured in Sri Lanka.
