" Present Simple Tense

Both terms can be used to identify this tense.

We use the Simple Present Tense to talk about things

in general.
We are not thinking only about now.

We use it to say that something happens all the time or

repeatedly or something is true in general.

It is not important whether the action is happening at

the time of speaking.



Examples

[ am a good student in our class.
[ am hungry now.

She is a pretty lady.

Mala is from a wealthy family.
His name is Nimal and he is my friend.
We are doctors and we are talented.
They are very poor people.

Cats are innocent animals.

= She cleans her room daily.
She does not clean her room daily.

= You drink lots of water.
You do not drink lots of water.
