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Sad/Crying
When faces are sad, the eyebrows tend to lift above
the nose and pull the skin above the upper eyelids
with them in the same upward direction.

When crying, the eyes are closed tight and the
eyebrows head down. The mouth is open and the
‘iips may ‘e frowning,

WHERE’S MY BLANKY?

Pain or anger miight be seen in this pose.
The eyes are shut very tightly. The
brows are knit and the open mouth with
upper lip stretched downuward calls for
our attention.
