Affixes
Group of lettters attached before or after the 

word to create a new word or a word class

Prefixes
Group of letters attached BEFORE the word

(un, dis, re)

un+happy=unhappy

dis+honest=dishonest

re+union=reunion

Suffixes
Group of letters attached AFTER the word

(ful, less, ness, ily, fully,er,est)

wonder+ful= wonderful

meaning+less=meaningless

kind+ness= kindness
