» There are several kinds of adjectives in the English Language, but here we pay our
attention on the attributive adjectives which usually describe an attribute or a
quality.

» Adjectives usually come before a noun or sometimes after a verb.(“be” verbs-
am/is/are/was/were/will be/shall be)

» eg; The tall boy ran to the ground
