eg: Sahan said to Gimhan ,“ I want to earn more money. I will become a millionaire”. (Direct Speech) 

      Sahan said that he wanted to earn more money and would become a millionaire.  (Indirect Speech)       

      In the above example.                                                       

 Sahan is the original speaker./ Gimhan is the reporter. 

 Note the differences in the verbs “want”  (present tense)        “wanted” (past tense) 

 “will”                  “would” 
 Pronouns  , “I”  ( 1st person )            “he”  (3rd person)
